Chairman’s Report 2010/2011
Welcome and thank you all for coming. 

 

As Chairman of the Parish Council I will present a report on the activities of the council over the past twelve months. 

 

I was re-elected to the chair last May and Bob Brewer was re-elected as Vice Chair. 

 

During the year no new members were co-opted onto the Parish Council, during the year Hillary Lawton retired from her position on the Parish Council, John Hope & Ed Blackman chose not to seek re-election this year, The Parish Council thanks all retiring members for their services and wishes them well in their future endeavours.

The total number of councillors is five, leaving several vacancies, anyone interested in joining the Parish Council can obtain more information from the Clerk.

 

There have been twelve meetings of your Parish Council in the last year, well attended by Councillors, with a small decrease in presence by parishioners who made a total of 36 attendances over the year.

 

The ward councillor from B&NES, Victor Prichard attended all 12 meetings and has kept the Council advised of matters relating to that authority. 

  
We have formally replied to consultation on the following items 

 

1. 28 planning applications, 

2. B&NES Core Strategy

3. West of England Joint Waste Core Strategy

4. West of England Joint Local Transport Strategy

The Parish Council has enabled the placement of the speed awareness signs on the A368 approaches to the village.
 

Parish councillors have attended many meetings with local groups covering a variety of subjects such as health, security, transport, and property.

 

We have formally contacted B&NES on many occasions regarding the condition of roads and pavements within the Parish. 

We have provided financial support for a number of village groups and the Bishop Sutton Society's Village Fun day.

 

Working with two other parishes we have completed the process of extending the graveyard on land acquired adjacent to the West Harptree cemetery to for the benefit of parishioners.

 

We have provided both internal and external safety inspections for the play area and have funded repair works where needed.

 

We have provided a parish cleaner for the village and continued to financially support a weekly coach to the surgery in Chew Magna. 

The Parish Council has also developed a website (stoweysuttonpc.org) where parishioners can access information on meeting dates, agendas, minutes and find contact information for both the Clerk and councillors.

 

It is difficult to summarise all of the activity of your Parish Council, without producing a long list of items that are dull to listen to, and I am sure that I will have missed a number of items that individual councillors have contributed to, and I hope that they will forgive me. I would like to extend my thanks to everyone who attends Parish Council meetings and works on our behalf.
