MATTERS ARISING

i) Request for 30mph limit in Sutton Hill Rd to be moved. B&NES has advised that the cost for this including the necessary speed count and replacement TRO would be in the region of £5,000 and there is currently no budget for this.
ii) Response from B&NES on breaches of weight limit in Church Lane. B&NES has advised that they have reiterated the arrangements to the companies concerned and reminded them of their obligations to obey weight restrictions. They advise this is being continually monitored and policed. Councillors also had concerns about lorries using Sutton Hill Rd to access the quarry. This will again be raised with B&NES.

CHAIRMAN’S REPORT
The Chairman advised that a councillor had been contacted by a resident who works with the probation service and is involved in finding "community payback" projects for people with community service orders to assist with. B&NES PLACEMAKING PLAN INFORMATION


B&NES has provided information on the progress of the Placemaking Plan. The Parish Council wished to make comment on the submission by Ian Jewson Planning Ltd on behalf of Edward Ware Homes Ltd. Page 46 (PDF Page 70) of the Placemaking Plan Options, Schedule of Comments.

The submission makes a claim that B&NES is not on target to achieve the rural housing target to 2029 of 1,120. The December 2014 B&NES SHLAA for the period to 2029 identifies 1,159 sites, 39 more than the target. In that SHLAA update 455 homes were completed by March 2014 leaving 1014 needed to 2029, of which only 432 have current planning permission. The commenter claims therefore that sites outside the housing development boundary for RA1 settlements need to be released, such as their client’s current appeal site at Cappards Road, Bishop Sutton. However the statistics quoted by the Ian Jewson Planning in their submission show that B&NES are achieving over 100 homes built each year of the Core Strategy, with a further 432 already approved. There are still 14 years to the end of the Core Strategy. The Parish Council therefore believes it is not necessary or realistic to expect all sites to have permission at this point in the plan. The current rate for rural development should not only fully meet the target, but also provide a bank of sites approved but not started by 2029 to ensure that momentum is not lost when there is a transition into the replacement for the Core Strategy in 14 years' time.

PLANNING ENFORCEMENT

i) Land at Stitchings Shord Farm, Stitchings Shord Lane, Bishop Sutton
B&NES has advised that the matter of enforcement for this will be held in abeyance until the application 15/01678/OUT has been determined. The Parish Council would like to request that enforcement action is taken to ensure removal in a timely manner as the date given in the planning permission for removal has now passed. The Parish Council believes there is no reason that the application 15/01678/OUT should have any bearing on this enforcement action as it is for an unrelated part of the site.

NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN

i)
Result of Referendum


The result of the referendum on 7th August 2015 was 384 in favour and 20 against which means the Neighbourhood Plan will now be “made” by B&NES.
ii) To consider adopting the Neighbourhood Plan.

It was proposed by Councillor Betton, seconded by Councillor Thornhill and unanimously agreed to adopt the Stowey Sutton Neighbourhood Plan as Parish Council Policy.

The District Councillor reported that the Neighbourhood Plan will go to cabinet at B&NES next week to be formally “made”. Copies of the plan will be available at all B&NES One Stop Shops, Bath Central Library and Chew Valley Caravan Park.

REPORT FROM PUBLIC ENGAGEMENT WORKING PARTY ON MEETING WITH JANE’S POND
Councillors Ms Clewett and K Tatham had met with Jane and Neil from Jane’s Pond on the 23rd August. They discussed community consultation and identified groups to consult with for ideas. Jane’s Pond proposes to provide a report to the Parish Council three or four days before each council meeting. They aim to complete consulting and provide feedback on it for the November parish council meeting. 
10.       SCHOOL GOVERNORS’ REPORT
The new Head, Dieter Cook, is in post from 1st September. It was agreed to send a letter welcoming him.
11.
REPORT ON PROGRESS OF BUILDING WORK AT THE SCHOOL

It was reported that there have been some delays but the school reopened on time although with some inconveniences. The work is on target to be completed by September next year.

At this point the meeting was opened for a parishioner to speak.


The meeting resumed and it was agreed to write to B&NES concerning a report from a resident that lorries have been causing damage to a driveway. Also that a lorry had been seen reversing from the A368 Wick Rd into Parkfield Gardens.
